stakeholders. Your understanding
of our community needs and the
importance of our work is inspiring

and gratefully appreciated by the

thousands of people who receive
help in the Alberta Capital Region.

Community Awareness

United Ways worldwide have been broadly
known for workplace fundraising efforts —
generating resources and allocating to social
sector agencies. But over the past several
years, we have seen a transition from this
model of funder to collaborator — one that
sees participation with partners across all
sectors. In the Alberta Capital Region, we
have our sights set on lifting people out of
poverty. By focusing on three distinct areas —
education, income and wellness — we believe
we can make significant progress toward a
vision of a poverty-free community. A place
where all children and youth achieve their full
potential; where individuals and families have
greater independence and financial stability;
where everyone has a sense of well-being and
safety and feels a meaningful connection to
their community.

As we aim to address the critical needs
associated with poverty in our region, we
continue navigating the demanding and
challenging environment of an ever-changing
world. Along with these challenges, it has
become increasingly clear of the importance
for our community members to understand
the cost of poverty — for our region, our
businesses and more importantly, the
individuals and families who live in it.

The need in our community is growing and
the cost of delivering services is substantial.
In the province of Alberta, poverty costs
between $7.1 billion and $9.5 billion per year
—this is a monetary cost incurred by us all. In
the Capital Region alone, there are 120,000
people living in poverty — and 37,000 of them
are children. As one of the most prosperous
regions in North America, it begs the
question, is it acceptable that anyone should
be living in poverty? If we are to change

this situation, we knew it would be essential
to seek answers and gather information by
initiating discussions with our community —
the residents of the Capital Region.

Listening to our Community
Community members and organizations want
to be more engaged and find meaningful
connections to causes, so, in 2012 -13, United
Way took additional steps to ensure the

way forward would be one of consultation,
collaboration and confidence.

The spring of 2012 was filled with
consultations with more than 50 agency
partners and information sharing sessions
with provincial and municipal government
representatives; helping to shape the next
steps for United Way and social service
partners in our community.



In the fall of 2012, we consulted community
residents, donors and stakeholders. A
collection of community-wide and donor
surveys of nearly 600 people helped capture
perceptions of our United Way's three focus
areas and on poverty in the region. And,
near the end of 2012, we sought the opinions
of United Way stakeholders by conducting
interactive round table discussions. We
wanted to learn more from key supporters;
how they felt about our work, the challenges
that exist and gather advice on how we can all
work together in new ways.

In our surveying of community members-at-
large, we learned that 84% of respondents
feel that our work related to program
delivery, collaboration and strategy
development is important or very important
in addressing poverty.

The research helps guide our direction. Both
community members and current United

Way stakeholders provided very meaningful
input, indicating that education, income and
community wellness were important to them.
As well, respondents feel that the work related
to addressing and eliminating poverty is very
important to them, and our community.

Supporting Municipal and
Provincial Efforts

Our municipal and provincial governments are
also seeking long-term solutions to eliminating
poverty in our local community and our
province. As a community builder, United Way
has accepted the invitation from both levels to
participate in helping to effect change.

On a provincial level, our United Way
supported and provided input to the Alberta
Government's Social Policy Framework,
introduced in February of 2013 by Premier
Alison Redford.

On the municipal level, we were invited to
join and co-chair the Edmonton Poverty
Elimination Steering Committee, with efforts
moving forward in the coming months.

We know, that to solve the issue of poverty, it
takes every level of government — municipal,
provincial and federal. And, we know it

takes the community — the collaboration

of supporters and sector professionals to
participate in discussions and decisions that
will ultimately affect and benefit us all.

Being part of one of the
most prosperous regions
in North America, we

must ask ourselves, is it
acceptable that anyone
should be living in poverty?

Experiencing Poverty

While it is difficult for people who are not
living in poverty to understand what it may

be like, our United Way has embarked on a
pilot project to help build understanding.

In the fall of 2012, a group of people from
Edmonton’s business community got the
chance to experience the inaugural session of
The Poverty Simulation. Sponsored by EPCOR
Community Essentials Council, and the first of
its kind in Edmonton, this tool helps people
understand just how difficult and challenging
it really is to live in poverty.

Better for our Business

Based on the aging state of our information
management system, Rainbow, and the need
for increased power to handle our growing
data-base of donors, we conducted a review
or available programs. The new database,
known as Andar, was chosen and the
implementation process is well underway with
a launch date set for June 2013.

The new system will help us improve
data management and assist in providing
better donor-direct service to our valued
stakeholders in the future.

EARLY LEARNING

Success By 6® is a community initiative
managed by United Way of the Alberta
Capital Region, focused on ensuring

all children, prenatal to age six, have
the supports they need for a lifetime of

healthy growth and development.

There has been significant advancement in
the area of Early Childhood Development
(ECD) in 2012/13 in the province of Alberta.
Increasingly, the importance of the early
years is becoming more broadly understood
as evidenced by the Premier's focus on

ECD as a top priority in every ministry.

This year, Success By 6® has been a partner
in supporting the development of a draft
Provincial Framework for Early Learning and
Child Care. The development of the draft
framework, driven by the Muttart Foundation
and supported by both Success By 6® and
Upstart in Calgary, involved:

¢ The release of three background
documents: Integrating Child Care and
Early Education: A Central Theme in Early

Education; Project Overview and Summary of

Supporting Discussion Papers; and Putting
the Pieces Together: The Integrative Elements

for an Early Learning and Care Framework.

e Community consultations in seven major
centres (Edmonton, Calgary, Red Deer,
Medicine Hat, Lethbridge, Grande Prairie
and Fort McMurray) engaged 220 invited

stakeholders; and

® The initial design of a draft framework
for discussion for a cross-ministry

government committee.

NATIONAL CHILD DAY

Success by 6® along with the City of
Edmonton, has been promoting National
Child Day for many years. It's because of
this commitment that this year’s campaign
garnered a number of new partnerships,
including corporate sponsorship from
FIRMA Charitable Foundation.

In the spring of 2012, Community Initiative
Against Family Violence, Edmonton Catholic
Schools, Edmonton Public Schools, the
Office of the Child and Youth Advocate,

and YMCA of Edmonton joined forces with

Success by 6® and the City of Edmonton
to recognize children’s rights and raise
awareness of children living in poverty in the

Alberta Capital Region.

United Way helped coordinate multiple
events throughout the week of November
18-24, including a free swim for children
and their families on Sunday, November
18th, at all YMCA of Edmonton and select
City of Edmonton locations. National Child
Day volunteers were on hand at most
pool locations to provide resources and
information about children experiencing
marginalization. At Commonwealth Pool,
Mayor Mandel delivered a National Child
Day proclamation, accepted by students

from Clara Tyner School.

OUT OF SCHOOL TIME

Out of School Time (OST) consists
of programming for youth before
and after school, during evenings,
weekends and holidays to keep them

engaged in positive activities.

It is well documented that youth who

consistently participate in high quality OST

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activities report improved social-emotional
skills, academic skills and stronger connections
to school and family. In comparison,
students who spend three or more hours
alone per day show an increase in drug and
alcohol use, more stress, depression and
behaviour problems, lower self-esteem, and

lower academic achievement.

In 2012, United Way invested
more than $800,000 in

OST programs through

our partners, in addition

to our participation on

the OST collaborative.

The collaborative comprises community
leaders who strive to improve the resiliency
of youth through quality and accessible out-
of-school programs, services and policies.
Last year, OST programs supported over
4,000 youth in the Alberta Capital Region.

Results Snapshot

5,000

...Boys & Girls Clubs Big Brothers Big Sisters of Edmonton
have served nearly 5,000 individual children and youth in
Edmonton during 2012, providing them with programs and
mentoring. These positive role-model relationships give youth
the opportunity to develop the skills and knowledge they
need to achieve their full potential in school and in life.

...In 2012, St. Albert Family Resource Centre provided essential
early childhood development skills to 2,473 children and their
families. These skills help to foster important social, physical,
intellectual, cognitive and emotional growth, imperative to a
child’s ability to be successful in school and life.

...Early literacy and reading is important to future academic
success for a child. Families struggling with basic needs do not
always have the means to provide these types of building blocks
for their child’s development. In 2012, 6,000 children and
youth from low income families were provided with a new book
to bring home through the support of Books First Canada and
Edmonton Food Bank. Books stimulate the imagination, foster
vocabulary building and enhance critical thinking, all important
for children to develop and succeed.




Mary's Story

“Three years ago | never would have thought | would have a warm bed
to sleep in. Today, I'm discovering that | am making a difference in the
world. I'm happy | went through hell, so that now | can help the new
generation.” Mary, 2012 Youth Transitions Program participant (YTP)

Mary was raised in a physically, mentally and emotionally abusive household. She felt
unloved and unwanted for most of her life. At the age of 15, Mary was removed from her
mother’s custody and placed in a group home where she quickly began experimenting
with drugs and alcohol. She dropped out of school and had to be taken to the hospital
several times because of drug overdoses and serious self-harm injuries.

Mary was referred to the YMCA Youth Transitions Program in 2012. Since starting the
program, she has begun attending a detox and rehabilitation program. She has been
able to move out of a group home and into a semi-independent living placement. Her
Youth Advisor also encouraged her to register in Transitions at the YMCA School, so
that she can work towards completing high school with the hope of becoming either a
paramedic or a youth worker. Mary continues to meet regularly with her Youth Advisor
and often attends YTP Recreation Nights. She is excited about her future and wants to
make a difference in the world.

From Poverty to Possibility

From Poverty to Possibility
— We're helping community
members who have

low income and those
experiencing homelessness
to gain financial stability
and independence. This
focus area includes:
emergency shelters, food
security, housing, financial
literacy, skills training

and job placement.




EMPOWER U-CELEBRATING ONE YEAR
Financial literacy means people have the
knowledge, skills and confidence to make
responsible financial decisions. The Alberta
Asset Building Collaborative in cooperation
with United Way has been working on
creating various avenues to raise the

financial literacy bar in our community.

There is compelling evidence that women
and children are particularly vulnerable to
poverty. It has been demonstrated that

by focusing on increasing the strengths

of women, family success will follow.
Empower U increases financial literacy
knowledge and provides asset building
opportunities for women to become better
at making informed decisions, creating
saving habits, investing for their children’s
education and overall improving the quality
of life of themselves and their children.
Launched in 2012, this unique and
collaborative initiative has created multiple
possibilities for its participants. From
strengthening economic empowerment
and building self-esteem, to purchasing
assets; Empower U is designed to

improve the quality of life for women

and their families. A 2:1 matched savings
program for participants is generously
sponsored by EPCOR and ATB Financial.

Collectively in its inaugural year, 64
participants saved a total of $20,360,
eligible amounts resulted in matched dollars
of $32,340. In fact, many participants

were successful in saving beyond the
eligible amount for the program match.

Asset purchases may be used only for
designated purposes related to self-
sufficiency through education, skills training
or self-employment, and specific goals
related to participant’s quality of life. To
date, the asset purchases have included
furniture and appliances for families, eye
glasses, courses to further employment,
tuition fees, RESP’s for children, and GIC's.

CHALLENGE FOR WARMTH

The PCL family of companies is well-known
for its commitment to community, and
United Way has long been a beneficiary

of their generosity. This past winter,

PCL stepped up once again to help by
issuing a challenge to community to
collect winter items for those in need.

On the day of the Coats for Kids and Families
official launch at Page The Cleaners, PClers
unloaded a truckload of more than 4,000
winter items including coats, toques, mitts
and other winter gear - all collected from

the employees based here in Edmonton and
area for this year's campaign. On hand for
the official program launch, representing the
Edmonton Oilers Community Foundation,
were Kelly and Carla Buchberger. Mayor
Stephen Mandel was there to accept PCL's
challenge on behalf of the City of Edmonton
and its employees. Mayor Mandel applauded
PCL for stepping up and supporting the
important initiative and encouraged others in
the community to do the same.

In 2012, the Coats for Kids and Families
program distributed 8,450 coats to
help vulnerable residents in the Alberta
Capital Region stay warm this winter.

EXPERIENCING POVERTY

In an effort to create a greater understanding
of the reality of low-income households

and poverty issues, United Way has
introduced a ground-breaking pilot

initiative — The Poverty Simulation.

During this two-hour experiential learning
session, participants deal with the financial
struggles and emotional stress caused by the
lack of adequate incomes and supports. The
simulation includes the multiple challenges
and barriers that many low-income families
are faced with in real life; such as poor

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physical and mental health, joblessness,

lack of education and skills, developmental
difficulties in children, crime, homelessness,
racial discrimination and isolation that lead to
or keep families and individuals in poverty.

Developed to raise awareness about
poverty, but also to generate action and
change, this unique learning tool has the
proven potential to enable participants to
understand and view poverty differently. The
Poverty simulation tool kit, staff training and
first presentation was generously sponsored
by EPCOR Community Essentials Council.

Participants of the pilot presentation
included United Way's Board of Directors,
2012 Campaign Cabinet, EPCOR
Community Essentials Council and

other key community stakeholders.

The feedback received was
overwhelming and further
confirmed the positive and
powerful impact of this tool.

The Poverty Simulation will be added to
the roster of engagement experiences
offered by United Way of the Alberta
Capital Region beginning in 2013-2014.

Results Snapshot

1,700

...In 2012, nearly 1,700 people received hampers from the
Leduc and District Food Bank — 722 of these people were
children under the age of 18. In difficult times, food security is
often compromised. This important service helps families in

crisis to meet their basic needs.

106,611

...Low-income seniors can count on Operation Friendship
Seniors Society and the McCaauley Drop In Centre to receive
a nutritious meal at least once a day. In 2012, 106,611 meals
were served to vulnerable seniors.

...1,116 youth received hands-on support through the Youth
Empowerment and Support Services Skills Programming.
This program is successful in helping at-risk youth set
personal goals, develop self-esteem, positive social skills
and find appropriate housing. As a result, there has been

an increase in school enrolment and attendance and youth
maintaining employment.




Remi's Story

Remi is a single adult male who struggled with low-literacy skills. As

a result, living by himself was very challenging. He couldn’t read his
mail and, if he had to do any paperwork, he didn’t know how to read
the documents. Banking was difficult, and asking for help made him
shy and uncomfortable. For years he didn't tell people he had trouble
with reading. He was ashamed and didn't want anybody to know.

Then Remi was introduced to Project Adult Literacy (P.A.L.S.). Remi and his tutor met
every week and it wasn't long before he was starting to be able to read his own mail

and reading labels on items at work. He is now better prepared to maintain employment
with his new-found ability to fill out forms and time sheets and he recently passed a
work-required safety exam. He feels much more independent and self-confident now

— even a simple task like grocery shopping is no longer a struggle. Remi has made his
family very proud - including his 10-year-old nephew, Billy, who helped Remi along

the way. Billy recently wrote Remi a letter expressing his excitement at his Uncle’s
accomplishment.

"My name is Billy. | am in grade five and Remi is my great uncle and | enjoy helping him
learn how to read. | remember a few years ago when he could not even read his get well
card | gave him. | could not believe how far he has come because now he could almost
read my grade five work. Wow! Remi you have proved that anyone can do anything

COLLABORATING FOR MENTAL HEALTH
AND WELL-BEING

Crisis Support Centre, part of The Support
Network, is a critical service for the Capital
Region because of its ability to effectively
assess risks, de-escalate situations, and
provide actionable plans in times when a
person can no longer perceive options.

The Centre provides immediate, 24-hour,
confidential and non-judgmental support to
ensure that people have a network of services
available to them in their time of need.

The Crisis Support Centre is best known
for their 24-Hour Distress Line. However,
individuals can now also access the Live
Crisis Chat Service. With social media and
online services so prevalent in our everyday
world, some people find anonymous typing
is easier than talking. In the past year,

the Crisis Chat service has experienced

an 80% increase in Crisis Chat users — a
testament to the need for timely alternative
support in people’s time of need.

United Way provides financial support to the
Crisis Support Centre’s Distress Line, Crisis
Chat and Senior Abuse Helpline and knowing
that, in order to successfully navigate through
times of crisis, individuals need immediate
and timely methods of obtaining support.

The Crisis Centre helps Edmonton and the
surrounding communities deal with the
stresses of daily life and situations that no
one should go through alone.

YOUTH EMPOWERED TO BUILD SAFER
NEIGHBOURHOODS

In June 2012, youth, in partnership with
community organizations including United
Way, hosted the first annual, “Combat
Crime — A Youth Think Tank,” to discuss
community safety and generate ideas on
how the younger demographic can be active
members of their communities in preventing
crime and violence.

The Think Tank brought together a diverse
population of young people to engage

with other youth leaders and community
members — who they would not normally
interact with — in a fun and exciting
environment. The steering committee,
included representation from various
community organizations including YOUCAN
Youth Services, REACH, Coalition of Crime
Councils, the City of Edmonton, Edmonton
Police Service and SOS Children’s Magazine
as well as youth representatives.

Together, the collective committee organized
a day filled with workshops on community
safety, capacity building, youth engagement

and empowerment, a project planning session
and creative group activities. Ten community
youth groups from throughout the city were
invited to the event and throughout the day
created a plan for a crime prevention project
within their own community.

As a valuable resource within our
communities, Combat Crime provided an
opportunity for youth to be recognized

as social agents for change and empower
young people to be more involved with their
community by observing that they can plan
and lead community building initiatives.
Each group received a $1,000 project grant,
sponsored by the Coalition of Crime Council,
to implement their crime prevention project,
as well as mentorship from the planning
committee. Over the summer months, each
group implemented their project idea. In the
fall, one youth group was recognized as the
winner and awarded an additional $2,000,
sponsored by SOS Children’s Magazine, to
further develop their crime prevention idea.
In 2012, The City of Edmonton Youth Council
was crowned winner for their community
screening of the movie “Bully.” United Way is
once again part of the leadership team and
will help present the second annual Combat
Crime event on May 25, 2013.

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INCLUSION AND INTEGRATION

In 2012, United Way continued to support The
Seniors Association of Greater Edmonton'’s
(SAGE) Multicultural Outreach program.

This program seeks out isolated seniors and
provides them with support to address their
unique needs and engage their strengths.
Partnering with Multicultural Health Brokers
Co-operative, a SAGE social worker and

five brokers form a team to reach out to
seniors in the Kurdish, Iraqi, Korean, Eritrean,
Ethiopian, Spanish-speaking and former
Yugoslavian communities.

The primary goal of the Multicultural Seniors
Outreach Program is to connect with and
enhance the capacity of at-risk multicultural
seniors to overcome isolation. In addition,
the program seeks to build the capacities

of their families and communities, as well

as connections to mainstream services, to
support seniors in meeting their needs and
engaging their strengths.

The result of this unique program allows
seniors to do many more things on their own
once they receive the necessary community
support; they become more active and know
where to seek help when needed.

Results Snapshot

6,000

...Canadian Mental Health Association’s, Community Education
Program increases awareness and understanding of mental
illness. In 2012, the Light Up Your Mind presentations taught
6,000 students how to cope and help a friend at risk of suicide.
With teen suicide on the rise, education of this nature is critical
to help youth be more confident, find help and reduce the
stigma of mental illness.

Today Family Violence Centre provided care to 1,250 victims
of family violence through short-term counseling, supported
referrals and partnerships with more than 20 related agencies
and all three levels of government. As a result, individuals are
supported to help break the cycle of violence and create safer,
healthier lives for themselves and their families.

...Edmonton John Howard Society’s Intake and Employment
Program connected 1,414 clients with more than 5,000 contacts
related to basic needs (food, shelter and clothing). These clients
were also provided employment supports to get them back

into the workforce. For people recently released from prison,
finding meaningful employment helps to address some of the
underlying causes of crime, lessening the chance for re-offense.




Patrick's Story

Patrick faced a number of very steep challenges — addictions,
sobriety, homelessness and family issues. In his determination to gain
employment, he accessed Edmonton John Howard Society’s Intakes
services daily for three months straight. The Intake and Employment
Program assists clients to meet a number of goals as well as
overcome multiple barriers.

Patrick was focused on becoming a productive resident of the Alberta Capital Region.
His determination to overcome his challenges and obtaining gainful employment
included strenuous and diligent efforts. With the help of Intake Counselors, he began
faxing multiple resumes to potential employers and completing a door-to-door
supported job search.

In order to make a good first impression for his face-to-face meetings with potential
employers, Intake was able to provide him with clean, gently used clothing from the
Edmonton John Howard Society clothing room. He accessed this same service to
ensure he was presentable for each job interview.

Patrick was successful in finding employment, dramatically decreasing his chances of
reoffending and increasing his self-confidence and contribution to his community.

COMMUNITY SUPPORT

Our fundraising efforts are successful

thanks to the support of many individuals
and organizations. This year's campaign led
by Dave Mowat, President and CEO, ATB
Financial, was supported by nearly 40 cabinet
team members from all sectors — business,
government, post-secondary and the labour
community. These senior-level volunteers
provide community leadership and support to
the Campaign Chair to ensure the success of
our annual fund-raising campaign.

In addition to our outstanding volunteer
support, we recognize three organizations

in the Capital Region that raised more than
one million dollars each for our United Way in
2012: The Provincial Employees’ United Way
Campaign, Enbridge Pipelines and PCL family
of companies. PCL was the first private sector
campaign in the region to cross both the

one and two million dollar mark in 2012, they
raised more than $2.3 million dollars.

Every year, the Engineering Challenge and
the Engineering Day of Caring (EDC) are
held during annual campaign. The EDC

is a chance for Engineering firms to come
together to complete a necessary project for
our community. On September 14, 2012, 77
volunteers from 16 engineering companies
volunteered their time and skill to install a

playground at Balwin School. In partnership
with community, Balwin School operates The
Transition Centre, a multi-faceted initiative
that provides seamless supports for immigrant
students and their families. Balwin also
participates in Partners for Kids, by providing
breakfast and lunch programs for students.
